One  particularly  well-known  Catholic  method  of  exploitation  in  the  Middle  Ages  was  the  practice  of  selling  indulgences,  

a  monetary  payment  of  penalty  which,  supposedly,
  
absolved  one  of  past  sins  and/or  released  one  from  purgatory  after  death.

Hus  was  a  master,  dean  and  rector  at  the  Charles  University  in  Prague  between  1409  and  1410.

Alexander  V  issued  a  Papal  bull  that  excommunicated  Hus;  however,  it  was  not  enforced,

Hus  continued  to  preach.  Hus  then  spoke  out  against  Alexander  V's  successor,  Antipope  John  XXIII,  for  his  selling  of  indulgences.  

Hus's  excommunication  was  then  enforced,  and  he  spent  the  next  two  years  living  in  exile.

When  the  Council  of  Constance  assembled,  Hus  was  asked  to  be  there  and  present  his  views  on  the  dissension  within  the  Church.  

When  he  arrived,  with  a  promise  of  safe-conduct,  

he  was  arrested  and  put  in  prison.  

He  
was  eventually  taken  
in  front  of  the  council  
and  asked  to  recant  his  views.
  
On  6  July  1415,  he  
was  burned  at  the  stake  
for  heresy  against  
the  teachings  of  the  Catholic  Church.

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its ethical abuses. The seeds of the
Reformation are clear in Hus' and Wycliffe's
writings. In explaining the plight of the average
Christian in Bohemia, Hus wrote, "One pays
for confession, for Mass, for the sacrament,
for indulgences, for churching a woman, for a
blessing, for burials, for funeral services and
prayers. The very last penny which an old
woman has hidden in her bundle for fear of
thieves or robbery will not be saved. The
villainous priest will grab it." (Macek, 16) After
Hus's death, his followers, known as Hussites,
split off into several groups including the
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
