an  interview  to  investigative  journalist  Seymour  Hersh,  who  broke  story  in  November  1969.
It  took  20  months  for  war  crime  to  come  to  light.

Amid  international  uproar  and  Vietnam  War  protests  that  followed  
Ridenhour’s  revelations,  

U.S.  Army 
ordered  
special  investigation  into  the  My  Lai  massacre  and  subsequent  efforts  to  cover  it  up.

inquiry,  headed  by  Lieutenant  General  William  Peers,  released  
its  report  in  March  1970  and  

recommended  that  no  fewer  than  28  officers  
be  charged  
for  their  involvement  in  covering  up  massacre.  

My  Lai  trial  began  on  November  17,  1970.

Hugh  Thompson,  the  helicopter  pilot  who  stopped  the  My  Lai  massacre,  later  told  the  news  program  "60  Minutes"  that  

he  
was  ostracized  

and  received  
death  threats  upon  his  return  from  Vietnam.

Army  
would  later  charge  
only  14  men,  including  Calley,  Captain  Ernest  Medina  and  Colonel  Oran  Henderson,  with  crimes  related  to  the  events  at  My  Lai.  

All  
were  acquitted  
except  for  Calley,  

found  guilty  of  premeditated  murder  for  ordering  shootings,  
despite  his  contention  that  he  was  only  following  orders  from  his  commanding  officer,  Captain  Medina.

In  March  1971,  Calley  
was  given  
life  sentence  for  directing  the  killings  at  My  Lai. 

 his  sentence  
was  reduced  
upon  appeal  to  20  years  later  to  10;
  
he  
was  
paroled  in  1974.

Later  investigations  
have  revealed  
that  the  slaughter  at  My  Lai  was  not  an  isolated  incident.  

Other  atrocities,  such  as  a  similar  massacre  of  villagers  at  My  Khe,  
are  less  well  known.  

A  notorious  military  operation  called  Speedy  Express  
killed  
thousands  of  Vietnamese  civilians  in  Mekong  Delta, 

 earning  Major  General  Julian  Ewell,  
nickname  
“the  Butcher  of  the  Delta.”

So,  in  war,  these  sorts  of  horrible  things  happen  every  now  and  again,  
but  they  are  still  to  be  deplored.”
