Colby's body was found Monday after an eight-
day search that included helicopters, divers,
dogs and sonar equipment. Colby, who
disappeared April 27 while canoeing near his
‘waterfront home in southern Maryland, was
found lying facedown in a marshy riverbank.

An autopsy found that Colby, 76, had suffered
from hardening of the arteries, Chief Medical
Examiner John Smialek said in a statement.

The death was ruled accidental, rather than
from natural causes, because even though there
was evidence Colby was ill before falling out of

the canoe, in the final analysis it was the
drowning and hypothermia that Killed him, said

Jeannette A. Duerr, a spokeswoman for the
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life.”

In an interview, Jonathan Colby, who
lives in Chevy Chase, said he does not |
understand why Carl implies that his
dad committed suicide. “My dad’s shoes
were off when they found his body,
usually a sign of a drowning victim
fighting to live,” he said.
