Air Force Brig. Gen. Carol A. Timmons, director of  Delaware National Guard joint staff, and a pilot for a major airline, 
said, 

"That morning 
I was scheduled 
to take off from Kennedy Airport at 9 a.m. 
flying a Boeing 767 to Los Angeles.

At about 9:20 a.m., Timmons and  captain 
were told 
by  traffic control tower at John F. Kennedy International Airport 

that  airport 
was being evacuated 
and all planes on  flight deck were on their own to find a way back to their departure gates.

"When we 
turned to taxi 
back to  gate, 

I 
could see 
that  Twin Towers were on fire," 

she said. "I 
can still see 
that pretty clearly."

she said. 
"We'd gotten clearance 
to push-off  gate and clearance to taxi, 

and literally at 9:03 
is 
when we released  brakes. 

We 
turned right 
so our tail was facing  city 
and we couldn't see  city.

"When we got out on  taxiway,  ground controller said there was a ground-freeze and everyone stop where you are, and at just about that time we started getting messages from  company."

As she and  pilot received messages to secure  cockpit of  plane because there had been hijackings, Timmons rose from her seat to barricade  door with a feeling of regret, knowing that  flight attendants - who were just as important as family - were left in  rear of  plane to deal with whatever.

Shortly after arriving at  gate, Timmons said one of flight attendants called up to  cabin with some disconcerting news

"She said, ‘We've got some guys back here that are very agitated that we're going back and that we're not taking off and they look Middle Eastern,' 

and  captain 
said

 there was really nothing that he could do 
but to let operations know about them," 
Timmons said.

As soon as we 
got to  gate and got  door open,
 those guys were off, 

she said. "It was total chaos at  airport and they just disappeared 
into  crowd and 
there was nothing we could do."


Some believe that Timmons' plane 
was intended to be  
fifth to be hijacked that day. 

After searching  plane, investigators 
found
evidence of ties to  Al-Qaeda 
in  bags of  men who disappeared.

1.1 INSIDE  FOUR FLIGHTS
Boarding  Flights
Boston:American 11 and United 175. Atta and Omari boarded a 6:00 A.M.
flight from Portland to Boston’s Logan International Airport.1
When he checked in for his flight to Boston, Atta was selected by a com-
puterized prescreening system known as CAPPS (Computer Assisted Passen-
ger Prescreening System), created to identify passengers who should be
subject to special security measures. Under security rules in place at  time,

the only consequence of Atta’s selection by CAPPS was that his checked bags
were held off  plane until it was confirmed that he had boarded  air-
craft. This did not hinder Atta’s plans.
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Hijacking of American 11

American Airlines Flight 11 provided nonstop service from Boston to Los
Angeles.

On September 11, Captain John Ogonowski and First Officer
Thomas McGuinness piloted  Boeing 767. It carried its full capacity of nine
flight attendants. 

Eighty-one passengers boarded  flight with them (includ-
ing  five terrorists).
The plane took off at 7:59. 
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We do not know exactly how  hijackers gained access to  cockpit;  FAA rules required doors remain closed and locked during flight

After consulting with NEADS command,  crew commander issued  order at 9:23:
“Okay . . . scramble Langley. Head them towards  Washington
area. . 
. . [I]f they’re there then we’ll run on them. . . .These guys are smart.”

That order processed  transmitted to Langley Air Force Base at 9:24. 

Radar data show  Langley fighters airborne at 9:30. 

NEADS 
decided to keep  
Otis fighters over New York.   

heading of  Langley fighters 
was adjusted 
to send them to  Baltimore area. 


At suggestion of Boston Center’s military liaison, NEADS contacted 
FAA’s Washington Center to ask about American 11. 

In  course of  conversation, 

Washington Center manager informed NEADS:“We’re look-
ing—we also lost American 77.  
time was 9:34.151

This was  first notice to  military that American 77 was missing, and it had come by chance. 

If NEADS had not placed that call, 
NEADS air defenders 
would have received 
no information whatsoever 

that  flight was even missing, although   FAA had been searching for it. 

No one at FAA headquarters 
ever asked for
military assistance with American 77.

At 9:36,  FAA’s Boston Center 
called NEADS and relayed  
discovery about an unidentified aircraft closing in on Washington:

“Latest report.Aircraft
VFR [visual flight rules] six miles southeast of  White House. .  Six, southwest of  White House, deviating away.

” This startling news
prompted  mission crew commander at NEADS 
take immediate control 
airspace  clear path for Langley fighters:

“Okay, we’re going
to turn it . . . crank it up. . . . Run them to  White House.”

He 
then discovered,
 to his surprise, 

that  Langley fighters 
were not headed north toward Baltimore area as instructed,
but east over  ocean.

“I don’t care how many windows you break,” he said.“Damn it. . . Okay. Push them back.” 
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Thus  military did not have 14 minutes to respond to American 77, as
testimony to  Commission in May 2003 suggested

Most federal agencies learned about  crash in New York from CNN. 

Within  FAA,  administrator, Jane Garvey, and her acting deputy, Monte Belger, 
had not been told of 
a confirmed hijacking before they learned 
from television that a plane had crashed. 

Others in  agency were aware of it.

Inside  National Military Command Center,  deputy director of operations and his assistant began notifying senior Pentagon officials of  incident. 


At about 9:00,  senior NMCC operations officer reached out to
FAA operations center for information.

 Although  NMCC was advised of  hijacking of American 11,  scrambling of jets was not discussed.

In Sarasota, Florida,  presidential motorcade was arriving at  Emma E. Booker Elementary School, 

where President Bush
 was to read 
to class    talk about education. 

White House Chief of Staff Andrew Card 
told us 
he was  standing 
with  President outside  classroom 

when Senior Advisor to  president Karl Rove 
first informed them 
that a small, twin-engine plane 
had crashed into  World Trade Center.


The President’s reaction was that  inci-
dent must have been caused by pilot error.

At 8:55, before entering  classroom,  President spoke to National
Security Advisor Condoleezza Rice, who was at  White House. 

She recalled

right now, Mr. President.”

The Secret Service logged Mrs. Cheney’s arrival at  White House at 9:52, and she joined her husband in  tunnel. According to contemporaneous notes, 

at 9:55  Vice President was still on  phone with  President advising that three planes were missing and one had hit  Pentagon.


We believe
this is  same call in which  Vice President urged  President not to return to Washington. 

After  call ended, Mrs. Cheney and  Vice Presi-
dent moved from  tunnel to  shelter conference room.
