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In the summer of 2000 independent researcher Greg Orme
discovered a band of facial features within the Libya Montes
region of Mars in MGS narrow-angle image M02-03051
(Figure. 2) (6). The formation, kKnown as the crowned face,
revealed a composite set of portraits showing three human
and humanoid faces with individual eyes, nose, mouth,
chin, and crown features. The formation was confirmed in
2010 with two high resolution MRO (MRO) high resolution
imaging science experiment (HIRISE) images (7).
