Flint  Water  Crisis:  Everything  You  Need  to  Know

After  officials  
repeatedly  dismissed  
claims  that  Flint’s  water  was  making  people  sick,  
residents  took  action.

water  crisis  in  Flint,  Michigan,  began  in  2014,  

when    city  
switched  
its  drinking  water  supply  from  Detroit’s  system  
to    Flint  River  in    cost-saving  move.

Inadequate  treatment      testing  of    water  
resulted  
in    series  of  major  water  quality      health  issues  

for  Flint  residents—issues  
that  were  chronically  ignored,  overlooked,  
and  discounted  

by  government  officials  
even  as  complaints  mounted  
that    foul-smelling,  discolored,      off-tasting  water
piped  into  Flint  homes  18  months  

was  causing  skin  rashes,  hair  loss,      itchy  skin.  

Michigan  Civil  Rights  Commission,    state-established  body,  
concluded  
that    poor  governmental  response  to    Flint  crisis  was    “result  of  systemic  racism.”

contaminated  water  
was  contributing  
to    doubling—and  in  some  cases,  tripling—
of    incidence  of  elevated  blood  lead  levels 
in    city’s  children,  imperiling    health  of  its  youngest  generation.  

how  such    scandal 
could  have  been  allowed  to  happen
to  100,000  people, 
 majority  of  whom  are  
African-American,  

and  about  45  percent  of  its  residents  
lived  below  
poverty  line.

in  2011,  Flint,  cash-strapped      
shouldering  
a  $25  million  deficit,  
fell  under  state  control.  

BEARS
took  
direct  control
caused  deaths  strategically

Michigan  Governor  Rick  Snyder  appointed    emergency  manager  (basically    unelected  official  chosen  to  set  local  policy)  to  oversee      cut  city  costs.  

This  precipitated    tragic  decision  in  2013  
to  end  
city’s  five-decade  practice  
of  piping  treated  water  for  its  residents  from  Detroit  in  favor  of    cheaper  alternative:  

temporarily  pumping  
water  from    Flint  River   
until    new  water  pipeline  
from  Lake  Huron  was  built.  

Although    river  water  
was  
highly  corrosive,  

Flint  officials  
failed  to  treat  
it,      

lead  
leached  out  from  
aging  pipes  into  thousands  of  homes.

Soon  after    city  
began  supplying  
residents  with  Flint  River  water  in  April  2014,  

residents  
started  complaining  
that    water  from  their  taps  
looked,  smelled,      tasted  foul.  

Despite  protests  by  residents  
lugging  
jugs  of  discolored  water, 

officials  
maintained  
that    water  was  safe.

findings  reported  in  September  2015  
by  Flint  pediatrician  Mona  Hanna-Attisha:  

incidence  of  elevated  blood-lead  levels  in  children  citywide  nearly  doubled  
since  2014    nearly  tripled  certain  neighborhoods.

Hanna-Attisha  noted,  
“Lead  is  one  of    most  damning  things  to    child  in  their  entire  life.”  

In  Flint,  nearly  9,000  children  
were  supplied  
lead-contaminated  water  for  18  months.

third-largest  outbreak  of  Legionnaires’  disease  
recorded  in  U.S.  history—

as  well  as    discovery  in  2014 
of  fecal  coliform  bacteria  in  city  water—was  likely    result  of    city’s  failure  to  maintain  sufficient  chlorine  in  water  mains  to  disinfect  water.  

On    heels  of    release  of  test  results  in    fall  of  2015  
showing  
elevated  lead  levels  in  Flint’s  water—and  its  children—

local  residents  
joined  
with  NRDC      other  groups  to  petition  

U.S.  Environmental  Protection  Agency  (EPA)  
to  launch  
immediate  emergency  federal  response  to  disaster.  

EPA  
failed  to  act,  
which  only  spurred  residents  on.

2016,    coalition  of  citizens      groups—including  Flint  resident  Melissa  Mays,    local  group  Concerned  Pastors  for  Social  Action,  NRDC,        ACLU  of  Michigan—

sued  
city    state  officials  
to  secure  safe  drinking  water  for  Flint  residents.

In 2020,  article was published in Vice 
detailing evidence of 
corruption     cover-up by Snyder, 

including that he was 
warned repeatedly 
about  dangerous effects of  decisions 
he had made about  Flint water supply. 

In January 2021, Snyder 
was among those 
criminally charged for  crisis.

He 
pled 
not guilty to two misdemeanor charges.

In December 2022 Genesee County Judge F. Kay Behm dismissed  charges.
