Review of the Niger ambush boomerangs
Pentagon ends its probe; families still unsatisfied

Congresswoman Frederica Wilson is outraged after the Pentagon stood behind its previous findings in the review of the Niger ambush.

The Miami Gardens army sergeant was one of four men killed on Oct. 4. 2017 when he was left 
in the woods of Tongo Tongo, Africa to fend off ISIS militants alone. 

Department of Defense
has shut the door 
on the investigation, 
bypassed punishing commanding officers 
and handed out medals of honor.

Wilson 
called the move
a failure by the acting defense secretary, Patrick Shanahan

“There is no question that the soldiers who were killed, including my constituent, Sgt. La David Johnson, 
were sent 
on a mission without the proper 
intel or equipment and were woefully unprepared 
to participate in counterterrorism operations," 

wrote Wilson in a statement released on Thursday. "

Despite widespread evidence of bad decision making across the board, 
junior officers have been forced to bear the brunt of responsibility, 

while more senior officials go unscathed and one is in line for a promotion.”
Shanahan announced Thursday that he is satisfied with the U.S. Army’s conclusion in the review of the investigation into the Niger operation, 

which excluded additional punishment for army personnel. 


During a pre-Memorial Day interview with The Miami Times, Myeshia, wife of Sgt. Johnson and Cowanda Jones-Johnson, her aunt who raised him, ...
they have been put off. 

The family 
has been told that 
certain details are classified and recounts of the incident would often fluctuate.

but adamant  Sgt. Johnson took the Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery test seven times before passing. 

Jones-Johnson 
prayed against 
him passing the test each time.

The Pentagon 
released 
a redacted summary of their findings in May 2018. 

The families of the four slain soldiers have been waiting for a final report since then.

“Even after the briefing I was asking questions; they told me they could not give me the answers,” said Myeshia Johnson. “So I was like 

something is not adding up; 
something is not right.”

The May 2018 summary revealed that the team had not been properly trained for the mission and it was “mischaracterized” in the documents sent to command staff for approval. 

The mission should have been 
preempted by a rehearsal, 
further planning and a 
higher level of approval, according to the report.

Sgt. Johnson was separated from the others in the group after they tried to withdraw from the location during the ambush. 

He 
ran for cover 
under the tree 
until he was overpowered by gunfire.

Fallen soldier will be honored at breakfast in Miami Gardens on Memorial Day

Sgt. Johnson’s wife, Myeshia, supported his goal. To both women’s dismay, the U.S. soldier was killed on October 4, 2017, by ISIS forces in Niger, Africa. 

His death has left Myeshia a widow, three children fatherless, and the woman who raised him since he was 5 years old, heartbroken and angry. 

Almost two years after his death 
and year after the Pentagon latest report,
his family still feels they’ve left been left out in the cold about what happened.

The bodies of three men were recovered shortly after the attack. 

However, Johnson’s remains 
were not located 
until two days later.

Myeshia 
questioned 
the remains from the beginning. 

She said it took longer than the other soldiers to transport his body, and she was blocked from seeing his remains. 

She was able to see photos of his recovered body after the funeral. 
But Myeshia still does not believe it was Sgt. Johnson in the photo.

“Me personally, I think they put somebody else under that tree and tried to say it was my husband,” she said. Both Jones-Johnson and Myeshia said they believe the soldier was captured.

“You know how your mom says if you tell one lie, you got to tell a whole lot of other lies to cover up that one lie?” said Jones-Johnson. 

“If they would have told the truth from the beginning, we won’t have to be going back and forth with them.”

Myeshia and the children are receiving military benefits that keep them afloat. 
Myeshia recently received her nursing degree and has been actively looking for employment.
