Selected by the Arizona Cardinals in the 1998 NFL Draft, Arizona State defensive back Pat Tillman 

Playing three full seasons and almost all of a fourth, he was a tackling and intercepting machine for the Cardinals until he abruptly retired from football after playing 12 games in the 2001 NFL season. 

According to AZ Central, he quit in the wake of the 9/11 attacks, and joined the U.S. Army as part of the war on terror, foregoing a $3.6 million contract to become an Army Ranger.

While patrolling in a rural area of eastern Afghanistan in April 2004, according to History, Tillman was struck by gunfire and died from his wounds. 

The U.S. Army reported that Tillman's death was the result of an enemy ambush, and he posthumously received a promotion to corporal and was awarded a Purple Heart and Silver Star. 

A few weeks later, Tillman's family received word that the athlete-turned-soldier had died in a "friendly fire" accident, inadvertently shot and killed by fellow American troops. Tillman was 27.
