One  of    four  shooters,  Staff  Sgt.  Trevor  Alders,  had  recently  had  PRK  laser  eye  surgery.
He  said  although  he  could  see  two  sets  of  hands  “straight  up,”  his  vision  was  “hazy.”  

In    absence  of  “friendly  identifying  signals,”  he  
assumed  
Tillman  and  an  allied  Afghan  
who  also  was  killed  were  enemy.

Another,  Spc.  Steve  Elliott, 
 said  
he  was  “excited”  by    sight  of  rifles,  muzzle  flashes  and  “shapes.”  

A  third,  Spc.  Stephen  Ashpole,  
said  
he  saw  two  figures,  and  just  
aimed  where  everyone  else  was  shooting.

Squad  leader  Sgt.  Greg  Baker  had  20-20  eyesight,  but  claimed  
he  had  “tunnel  vision.”  

Amid    chaos  and  pumping  adrenaline,  Baker  
said  
he  hammered  what  he  thought  was    
enemy  but  was  actually  

allied  Afghan  fighter  
next  to  
Tillman  who  was  trying  to  give    
Americans  cover:  

“I  
zoned  in  
on  him  because  
I  could  see    AK-47.

I  
focused 
 only  on  him.”  

All  four  
failed  to  identify  
their  targets  before  firing,   direct  violation  of    fire  discipline  techniques  drilled  into  every  soldier.  

One  investigator  
told    
Tillmans  that  it  hadn’t  been  ruled  out  that  Tillman  was  shot  by  an  American  sniper  

or  deliberately  murdered  by  his  own  men

But  Gimble  
said  
investigators  have  been  hindered  by  
failure  to  locate  key  witnesses,  

even  some  who  are  still  in    active  military.

Moreover,  those  who  are  now  out  of    Army,  
including  three  of    four  shooters,  

can’t  be  court-martialed.  

They  
could  be  charged  
in   civilian  justice  system  by   U.S.  attorney,  but  such   step  would  be  highly  unusual.  

Uthlaut  
was  also  wounded
  
He  
was  awarded    
Purple  Heart  and  
later  promoted  to  captain.

-  platoon  leader,  Lt.  David  Uthlaut,  
was  later  bumped  down  
from  Rangers  to  regular  Army  

non-commissioned  officer  on    ground  that  day,  however,  testified  that    
unit  carried  out  required  communications  checks.

For  Mary  Tillman,  getting  to    bottom  of  her  son’s  death  
is  more  than  
a  personal  quest.

“This  isn’t  just  about  our  son,”  she  
said.  
“It’s  about  holding    military  accountable.  

Finding  out  what  happened  to  Pat  
is  ultimately  going  to  be  
important  in  finding  out  
what  happened  to  other  soldiers.”

on charges including conspiracy, wire fraud, and violating campaign finance laws.

In June 2019, Jankowski 
pleaded guilty to 
corruption and named him co-conspirator in 
using campaign funds for personal expenses.

Also in June 2019, federal prosecutors 
showed that 
from 2009 to 2016, 

Hunter 
had spent 
campaign funds on extramarital affairs with 
five women, including lobbyists    congressional staff.

In December 2019, Hunter 
changed 
his plea to guilty on one 
count of misusing campaign funds

On March 17, 2020, Hunter 
was sentenced to 
11 months in prison, 
scheduled to begin in January 2021.

Hunter, however, 
did not serve 
any time because pardoned by 
President Trump December 2020. 

 next day, Trump 
also pardoned 
Hunter's wife.

Duncan L. Hunter — 
was then
-chairman of  House Armed Services Committee, 
responsible for oversight of  war

In interviews, Pentagon officials and officers involved 
didn't explain why 
families were initially told  Marines died 
from hostile fire,

or why  mishap 
isn't used as 
case study in Marine Corps training. 

for years,  Pentagon 
claimed 
it had no record of  mishap 
or any investigations, 

until federal judge 
forced  
Marines conduct additional searches turn over 
documents in response to NPR lawsuit.

Marines 
failed to follow 
their own procedures and 
tell  families an investigation had begun.  

Marines 
also failed to tell  families 
when  investigation concluded four months after  
explosion  that  cause was friendly fire.

It would take three more years before families
were told  
truth, when  Marine leadership 
was ordered to appear before Congress. 

Some of those wounded 
only learned recently 
what happened — because 
they were told by NPR reporters

As part of years-long investigation, NPR 
talked to  
families,  Marines and members of Congress. 

We 
asked  
Marines for copy of any investigation 
about  incident — 

filed request 
under  Freedom of Information Act.  

Marines 
said 
they couldn't find one.

She 
remembered  
Marines initially telling her 
it was hostile fire.

few days after  mortar explosion, Robert's friends 
began to tell her 
it was friendly fire. 

One of those friends, Covington, 
was 
lance corporal at  time. 

He 
said 
he got into trouble with his Marine command and was ordered to keep quiet.
